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BioPreferred Designates Eight Additional Biobased Product Categories
for Federal Procurement

In October, the BioPreferred program increased biobased products eligible for Federal
purchasing. The finalization of Round 6 adds eight additional BioPreferred designated items,
or product categories, to Federal procurement.

This regulatory action adds more than 600 biobased products to the approximately 4,500
biobased products already eligible for preferred Federal procurement. With the Round 6
Final Rule, there are now more than 5,100 biobased product offerings recognized by the
BioPreferred program to be considered by all Federal government agencies, contractors and
the military.

Yellowstone National Park

Q. What is the world’s first national park, contains the world’s largest concentration of
geo-thermal features, houses the world’s largest bison and elk herds, annually hosts
more than three million visitors is surrounded by six national forests and has an 18
million-acre land mass, including the world’s last intact ecosystem and practices an
environmental program that incorporates the use of biobased products

A. Yellowstone National Park

Started in 1995 with one biodiesel-fueled pick-up truck to help preserve and protect this
national treasure, and Yellowstone’s environmental program today has evolved and
advanced to include the following:

Biodiesel use in all vehicles

Biobased cleaning/janitorial products

Biobased lubricants/solvents

Renewable energy sources

Water-conservation initiatives

Environmental procurement program participation

Yellowstone's biobased product adoption.

While it encourages reusable bag sales, today the use of biobased plastic or paper bags
is mandated on Yellowstone grounds. Additionally, it requires all materials to be printed
with biobased (soy) ink. Cafeteria and food service management has completely
switched to compostable tableware and cutlery. Maintenance crews with biobased
lubricants — hydraulic fluid, grease, bar and chain oils — which withstand the park’s
temperature extremes. Biobased cleaners now are used throughout all buildings and
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facilities, which consolidated the number cleaning products from 130 to 15 — conserving
money and time — which are safer for the environment and custodial staff.

Yellowstone ensuring its environmental future with stewardship goals.

The national park has set ambitious environmental sustainability goals. The goals below
— based on 2003 data — are to be achieved 2016, the 100-year anniversary of the
National Park Service.

Reduce greenhouse gas (GHG) emissions by 30%
Reduce electricity consumption by 15%

Reduce fossil fuel consumption by 18%

Reduce water consumption by 15%

Divert 100% of solid waste from landfills
